If your answer is yes to either of
these questions, call the Parish Office.

Sacrament of First Communion
First Communion candidates must be baptized, at least
in the second grade, and have been attending CCE
classes for two full years previous to their receiving
the Sacrament. Adults needing First Communion
should refer to the rite of Christian Initiation of Adults.

Sacrament of Confirmation
Confirmation candidates must have previously
received the Sacraments of Baptism and First
Communion. They must have faithfully attended Life
Teen for at least one full year prior to beginning prep-
aration for the Sacrament (more than three absenc-
es without a valid excuse can alter the process). A
signed form stating that the parent/guardian and the
candidate understand all requirements is also
necessary before the preparation begins. Adults
needing confirmation should refer to the Rite of
Christian initiation of adults.

Everything we have comes from God, they are gifts from God. The question is “What do we do with the gifts God gives us?” Do we
use them, share them, increase them, and return them to the Lord, or do we merely, as the third servant did in the gospel parable this
Sunday: “I went off and buried your talent in the ground. Here it is back.” God wants more from us than a return of our original gifts.
He wants a “return with increase.” To accomplish that we need to work at it and we need to practice stewardship as a way of life.

We are so grateful for the good and generous people in our parish who give their time, talents and treasures to support our
faith family. Because of such people, we able to maintain the upkeep of our church facilities and importantly empower us too to do
the church's mission of evangelization.

The gospel message this Sunday is clear about our accountability and responsibility before God about the gifts he has en-
trusted to us. Whatever we have in life ultimately belongs to God and not to us. And thus we are accountable of how much we use
them for the good of humanity, for the service of the community, and finally for the glory of God. In short, we are all simply stewards of
the gifts of God.

Consider a Qualified Charitable Distribution (QCD)
that is paid directly from the IRA to a qualified
charity, such as St. Mary’s. The Consolidated
Appropriations Act of 2016 finally made permanent
qualified charitable distributions (QCDs) from individ-
ual retirement accounts. An IRA owner can ex-
clude from gross income up to $100,000 of a QCD
made for a year, and a QCD can be used to satisfy
any IRA required minimum distributions (RMDs)
for the year. Under IRS rules, the money must be
sent directly to the charity. You can not withdraw
the money and then send it to the charity.

Example of savings: If you give $100/week to the
church or to any charity qualifying as an IRC 501(c)
(3) you are donating $5,200/year. If you donate with
after tax dollars, you may have paid as much as 20%
to the IRS first, or $1,040 in taxes. However, if you
rollover this amount directly to the charity, you do not
pay taxes on this amount. This benefits both you, as
well as the charitable entity. Talk with your tax
planner or financial advisor about this exciting
opportunity to save tax dollars!

“A Rose for Our Lady of Guadalupe”
The Our Lady of Guadalupe Silver Rose has been a
Knights of Columbus tradition for 566 years. In 1960,
groups of Columbian Squires in Mexico, Canada and
the United States decided to honor Our Lady of
Guadalupe by carrying a rose across North America
from Canada to the Basilica of Our Lady of
Guadalupe in Monterrey, Mexico.

Knights of Columbus from Canada to Mexico carry
the roses from destination to destination, and finally
to the Shrine of Our Lady of Guadalupe in Monterrey,
